Transportation From Quebec City Jean Lesage International Airport:   
Quebec City Jean Lesage International Airport (YQB) is 95 miles (approximately 2 hours driving time) to the 
Fairmont Le Manoir Richelieu Hotel. Shuttle service is available for our group at US $55 additional person, 
one way.

Self-parking at the 
hotel is complimentary.  A taxi from the Quebec City airport to the Fairmont hotel is roughly CN$290 each 
way.
